Being a By-law of the County of Mountain View No. 17 in
the Province of Alberta to adopt the Eagle Valley Area
Structure Plan.
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WHEREAS the Municipal Government Act, Chapter M-
26.1, Revised Statutes of Alberta and amendments thereto, authorizes
the Municipal council of the county of Mountain view No. 17 to prepare
and adopt an Area Siructure Plan describing the land uses proposed for
the Structure Plan, the sequence of development proposed, the land uses
proposed, the population density proposed, the major transportation
routes and public utilities proposed, and such other things Council
considers necessary for the area, 5o that future development may be
organized and implemented having regard for the requirements of this
plan,

WHEREAS the Municipal Counneil has authority, pursnant
to the provisions of the Municipal Government Act, Chapter M-26.1,
Revised Statutes of Alberia, and amendments thergto, to designate the
areas of the Municipality that would, in the opinion of the Municipal
Council, be suitable for any area structure plan together with such other
matiers as the Mumicipal Council considers necessary; and

WHEREAS it is deemed desirable and in the best interests
of the Municipality that an Area Structure Plan be adopted in order to
clarify and control future development and redevelopment within a
specified area of the Municipality:

NOW THEREFORE, after due compliance with the
relevant provisions of the Municipal Government Act, Chapter M-26.1,
Revised Statutes of Alberta, the County Council of the County of
Mountain View No. 17 enacts as follows:

1. This By-law may be cited as “County of Mountain View
No. 17 Eagle Valley Area Siruciure Plan.”

2. The County Council of Mountain View No. 17 does hereby
adopt as the Eagle Valley Area Structure Plan, the plan
prepared by the Connty Planming Officers, which is
atteched hereto and forms a part of the By-law.

INTRODUCTION 1.0

1.1 PURPOSE

The purpose of this Plan is to conform with Section 633 of the Municipal Government
Act and to provide a framework and guideline for subsequent development in the Plan
area. This Area Structure Plan will describe the sequence of development, the land uses
proposed for the area, the density of population and the general location of new major
transportation routes.

Council of the County of Mountain View anthorized the preparation of the Plan after
reviewing a number of subdivision and development proposals in recent years. The
Area’s natural landscape make it attractive for country residential and recreational
development, yet at the same time, the area’s prime land use is agricultural in nature,
This Plan has been prepared to ensure that agriculture remains the dominant land use in
the Plan area.

In accordance with Section 638 of the Municipal Government Act, this Plan conforms
with the County’s Municipal Development Plan.

1.2 PLAN PROCESS AND STUDY AREA

The Eagle Valley area is located in the northwest portion of the County of Mountain
View, just east and north of the Town of Sundre. The Plan area is shown on F igure 1 and
includes portions of 17 sections east and south of the Red Deer River. The area is
primarily used for agriculture and the local residents have a strong desire to see
agriculture continue as the dominant land use in the Plan area.

Over the past few years, County Council has entertained a number of applications for
redesignation for country residential and recreational development in the area. In January
of 1997, Council decided that an area structure plan should be prepared.

The Eagle Valley Area Structure Plan was formulated after holding two Open Houses for
landowners and residents of the area; consultation also took place with Provingcial
Departments, the County of Red Deer, M.D. of Clearwater, the Town of Sundre and other
affected parties. The Plan was prepared under the supervision of an Advisory
Committee, consisting of seven members of the public, two Councillors, and staff from
the County of Mountain View. A public Hearing was held before Eagle Valley Area
Structure Plan was adopted pursuant to the Municipal Government Act.

The direction this Plan takes is to allow for only one subdivision per quarter in the Eagle
Valley area. Agricultural land will be protected and agriculture will remain the primary
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land use. Over eighty percent of the residents who responded to the questionnaire survey
we undertook as part of this Plan process felt that there should be limits on subdivision
and development. This Plan takes its direction from the results of this survey. The area
also has significant constraints to development and these are addressed in this Plan.
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
